Name of Unit: 

One  Fish, Two Fish, Red Fish, Blue Fish Rhyming Word Box and Word Tickets 

Grade levels:  

1-2

Subject:

Language Arts/Reading

Time Frame:  Total of 2 hours but can be split into 2 days of 1 hour each.

Objectives:

· Students will develop the concept of rhyming 

· Students will compare and contrast words

· Students will develop their sight word vocabulary

· Students will demonstrate comprehension of simple stories

· Students will demonstrate knowledge of story elements

· Students will be able to recall and spell words from the story using the phonograms.

· Students will be able to find words with like phonograms.

· Students will listen to and enjoy an orally read story

· Students will retell the story.

Materials:

· Small squares of paper for word tickets

· Rhyming words list

· One Fish, Two Fish, Red Fish, Blue Fish book

· Shoebox with lid

· Tape

· Gold Fish crackers and/or Swedish fish candies

Preparation before starting:

Make a Rhyming Box:

Using a shoebox with lid cut a hole on the lid of the box large enough for the student’s hand to fit into.  Tape the lid onto the box and label the box “Rhyming Word Box”.  

Make Word Tickets:  

Fold 8x10 unlined paper in half lengthwise. Trace with pen the perforation of line down middle of paper to create two columns.  Make about 7-8 lined rows down the paper lengthwise. Write each word shown on Rhyming Word Table into each box and cut them out.  Place them into the rhyming box. 

Day One

Time Frame: 60 minutes

Pre-Reading Activity:

The teacher will initiate the story by letting the class know they are going to read a book called One Fish, Two Fish, Red Fish, Blue Fish by Dr. Seuss.  

Has anyone every read or heard this story before?  

Have you read other Dr. Seuss stories. 

Do you like his books?  Why?  

Let’s look at the picture on the front cover.  

What do you think this story will be about just by looking at the front cover picture. 

The teacher asks the students to speculate about the animals on the cover.  

There are a lot of rhyming words in the book, can you explain what it means when words rhyme.  As I read the story, I would like you to listen for words that rhyme on each page.  After we read the story we will go through the book again and I will call on each of you to find words on each page that rhyme. The teacher shows students the rhyming box and explains the word tickets inside the box.   The teacher tells the class that he/she will read the book aloud and that everyone should listen carefully to and learn as much as they can about the rhymes and the unusual creatures that will be in this book.

During Reading Activity:

The teacher reads the story aloud.  Dramatization is achieved by using multiple voices, expressive intonations, and moderately exaggerated body and facial expressions. 

 The teacher reads the story  again while showing each page to the students discussing the text and pictures.  The teacher calls on each student individually to look at the selected page and identify the rhyming words on the page.  

Day Two

Time Frame: 45  minutes

Post Reading Activity 1

The teacher groups the students into 3-4 students and has them go to the table to work on this activity.  Each group picks out about 15-20 word tickets from the box (depending on number of students in class) and tries to find rhyming words matches from the word tickets.  They try to find as many words as they can and write them on a piece of paper.  After they have exhausted all the rhyming words they can trade words with other groups to make more rhyming word matches.  The teacher will take the list from each group and write the words on the chalkboard.  The class will read together the words aloud and spell each word and review the rhyming words that have the same ending.   The students will then each be asked to write down a sentence using at least two rhyming words from the board.

Time Frame:15 minutes

Post-Reading Activity 2

The teacher has each student in the class put their hand into the rhyming word box and pick out two word tickets.  If a student picks out two rhyming words they can repeat the process of picking out another two tickets.  If a student does not get a match they put the tickets back in the box and the next person tries.  Repeat the process until all the words have been matched.  Students count their matches and will a prize of gold fish crackers and/or Swedish fish candies according to the number of rhyming word matches they get.

Learning Activities Procedures:

Pre-Reading Activity Task Analysis:

Gain Background knowledge of students and connections:

· Ask students if they have read this story before

· Ask student if they have Read other Dr. Seuss Books before

· Do they like these books and why.

· Ask students if they know what it means when words rhymes

Predictions of story and stimulate interest in book:

· Ask students to look at cover picture and speculate what story is about

· Have student speculate and explain about animals on the cover picture

Identify purpose of reading, and what they will be reading and the learning activities that will be associated with the reading:

· Tell the students they will read the story twice

· Explain word tickets and show them the rhyming box

· Explain to students they will be called on to find rhymes on each page.

· Tell students to listen carefully for rhymes.

During Reading Activity Task Analysis: 

Read, comprehend, and enjoy a whole, high-quality literature selection  

· Read story aloud to focus on story line and illustrations.

· Use multiple voices, expressive intonations, and body and facial expressions while reading.

Focus on reading and identifying words with patterns of letters and rhyming sounds.

· Read story again

· Stop at each page to focus on words and rhyming sounds.

· Read and discuss the pictures and words on each page

· Ask each student to look at page and read rhyming words on the page.

Post-Reading Activity Task Analysis:

Demonstrate Cooperative learning skills and healthy competition:

· Group students into 3-4 students to work together

· Groups of students each find as many matches as they can

· Groups help and trade words with one another to find more rhyming word matches

Writing rhyming words & sentences:

· Students write their rhyming word matches on paper.

· Students write down a rhyming sentence from the rhyming words on the board

Reading and spelling rhyming words aloud:

· Class reads the words aloud together the words on the board 

· The class spells each word on the board aloud together.

Recognize rhyming words by sight and sound:

· Students sound out and read the words on word ticket to identify rhyming words

Comparing and contrasting words:

· Students compare the two word tickets they have chosen to see if they rhyme 

Rewards and incentives to stimulate interest in reading activity:

· Gold fish crackers and/or Swedish Fish Candies 

Assessment:           

There will be two forms of assessment for this story.  One assessment will be graded on 

written responses.  The other will be graded on creativity, presentation and vocal skills.

Assessment #1:  Written Test (12 items)

1. What is a common element of Dr. Seuss books?

2. Explain the concept of rhyming.

3. List 10 sets of rhyming words from the story.

4. Create five rhyming sentences using the words you listed in item #3.

5. What other animals were mentioned in the story?

6. What was the purpose of the story?

7. Was there a main character of the story?  If yes, identify the main character.

8. When the story was read to you what did you notice about the reader’s voice?

9. What effect did the reader’s voice have on the story?

10. Write a brief summary of the story.

11. Explain what you liked most and least about the story.

12. Was the book easy to read and understand?  Explain why or why not.

Assessment #2:  Create Own Rhyming Story and Present It to the Class
Each student will create their own rhyming story in class.  Stories should not exceed two minutes during presentation, but should be at least one minute long.  Students should focus on creativity, presentation, and vocal skills.  Students should reflect on their experiences with voice variations, facial expressions and recall teacher’s demonstration of such skills while putting their presentations together.  Each student will present their story to the class on the following day.
