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1. Specific Objective:

· Develop creative writing skills

· Learn about the author, Dr. Seuss

· Develop and utilize the concept of rhyming by writing own rhyming story.

· Compare and contrast rhyming words

· Develop imagination and enthusiasm to write by making up imaginary creatures

· Develop phonics skills by using phonograms 

· Develop rhyming skills

· Explore the concept of rhyming.

· Develop discussion skills

· Improve technology skills.

· Express ideas clearly in writing

· Express ideas orally

· Create interest through effective and fun word exposure.

The Michigan standards that are being addressed in this lesson plan are:

2. Materials Required:

Computer with internet access 

Phonogram Poster Chart

Phonogram chart on 8x10 paper

Book

Paper and pencil

Drawing paper/crayons, markers, paint

a.  Preparation Before Lesson:

Make a large phonogram poster chart with phonograms –ad, -ink, -op,-ump, -ish,-eep, -ing, -an, ike, ans, ed.  Make a columns and rows under each row phonogram for words to be written under the correct phonogram. 

Make the same phonogram chart on an 8x10 piece of paper

3. Sequence of Lesson:

Pre-Reading Activity

Initiate a discussion of Dr. Seuss.  

Have students tell teacher everything they know about Dr. Seuss and what books they have read about Dr. Seuss.  

Ask students which Dr. Seuss books are their favorite.  

Ask students if they know what a phonogram is and discuss the phonogram activities that they will be doing.  

Ask students if they would like to write like Dr. Seuss and what kind of story would they would  write about.  Have students search the web for information regarding Dr. Seuss.  They should write one page of facts about Dr. Seuss and facts about the book: One Fish, Two Fish, Red Fish, Blue Fish. 

During Reading Activity

Read Story aloud.  Go over each page with students and have them find a word on the page with the same word endings on the phonograms chart.  Have students come up to the chart and write the word under that particular phonogram column.  

Post Reading Activity

Give students a phonogram paper chart and have them make up one imaginary creature name for each of the phonograms and list some rhyming  words with the same word ending going down the column for each phonogram.  Instruct students to write their own rhyming story or poem using the creatures and associated rhyming words from his phonograms chart and draw illustrations.  

4. Evaluation:

The first evaluation is done as students are finding words on the page during the reading activity.  The second evaluation is also done by reviewing the charts that students complete in the post reading activity.   The final evaluation is done by evaluating students rhyming story or poem.
